A new set of governance around jet skis should be formed. These individual motorized vehicles go faster than boats and can be loud and
dangerous for swimmers and paddle boards. The number has the potential of increasing at current rate of an addition two or three a year.
If every household had one it could be quite disruptive. In addition, many households are currently renting dock space out to boats that
do not have homes on the lake. If this practice continues to increase and are not owned by homeowners at the lake this too over time
